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The Flood of 2004
The Swannanoa River Watershed

Hurricanes Francis and Ivan brought torrential rains to 
Western North Carolina that swelled the banks of the 
Swannanoa river.  As rain water flowed down from the 
peaks and highest elevations in the watershed, flooding 
increased in the valley and lowest elevations of
the watershed.

Hatchmarks around the river represent the flood plain
based on elevational data.  It is likely that these were 
the flooded areas during the 2004 rain event.  
Although 6 more inches of rain fell in Black Mountain
than in Asheville, most of the flooding occured 
down-stream in Biltmore Village.
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
